Setup:

Prepare to direct students to decontaminate their eyes.  Direct the students to assume MOPP2, with the remaining MOPP gear available, to be evaluated on the procedures to decontaminate their eyes.

Note:
Do not use the decon wipes or decon powder on or in eyes.  Flush the eyes with water immediately if they come in contact with these.

You will decontaminate your eyes using the equipment provided.  You will be evaluated on your ability to demonstrate the steps necessary to decontaminate your eyes.  You must perform all steps correctly and sequentially to receive a GO on this task.
