(Immediately upon completion of the invocation the COT will come to attention, faces about, brings the command to attention and forward march.)

(The COT and Colors march forward and halt six steps from the Official Party.)

COT:  “UNITS, HALT.”

MG (Last Name) returns the salute and directs PRESENT THE COMMAND.

COT:  executes a right face, takes five steps, then executes another right face
COT: "PRESENT, ARMS."
COT:  about face, present arms

NATIONAL ANTHEM 

COT:  about face after coming to order arms
COT:  “ORDER, ARMS.”

COT:  about face
(MG (Last Name) advances by the most direct route to the 43d MP Bde Colors positioning himself six steps in front of and centered on the Colors.  CSM Name advances simultaneously with the JTF GTMO Streamer and positions himself one step to the rear and one 15-inch step to the left of MG (Last Name).  As MG (Last Name) approaches the 43d MP Bde Colors, the bearer executes present Colors so MG (Last Name) may fasten the streamer.  The Color bearer lowers the Colors far enough for MG (Last Name) to fasten the streamer.  The Color bearer gathers the Colors around the staff so it will not touch the marching surface.  He resumes the carry position after the streamer has been attached.  Simultaneously, MG (Last Name) and CSM Name return to their original positions.)

(COL (Last Name) and SGM (Last Name) advance by the most direct route to the 43d MP Bde Colors positioning themselves six steps in front of and on either side of the Colors.  COL (Last Name) brings the Color Guard to present arms and order arms after he and the SGM return the salute.  COL (Last Name) then orders case the colors.  The 43d MP Bde Color bearer lowers the Colors [same as present guidon].  COL (Last Name) and SGM (Last Name) move forward casing and tying the Colors.  Once cased, the Color bearer returns the Colors to the order position.  Simultaneously, COL (Last Name) and SGM (Last Name) return to their original positions.) 

(BG (Last Name) and CSM (Last Name) advance by the most direct route to the 300th MP Bde Colors positioning themselves six steps in front of and on either side of the Colors.  BG (Last Name) then orders uncase the colors.  The Color bearer lowers the Colors [same as present guidon].  BG (Last Name) and CSM (Last Name) move forward untying and uncasing the Colors.  The Color bearer unfurls and immediately returns the Colors to the order position.  BG (Last Name) brings the Color Guard to present arms and order arms after he and the CSM return the salute.  Simultaneously, BG (Last Name) and CSM (Last Name) return to their original position.)

	NARRATION

(Narrator to podium)

“Good morning ladies and gentlemen, and welcome to the Joint Task Force Guantanamo Bay Mission Assumption Ceremony.  The ceremony will begin promptly at 0700 hours.”  

“Ladies and gentlemen the ceremony will begin in five minutes.”

“Good afternoon and welcome to the Joint Task Force Guantanamo Bay Mission Assumption Ceremony.  Attending today’s ceremony is the Commander, Joint Task Force Guantanamo, Major General (First Mi. Last), the Commander, 300th Military Police Brigade, Brigadier General (First Mi. Last), and the Deputy Brigade Commander, 43d Military Police Brigade, Colonel (First Mi. Last).” 

“Ladies and gentlemen, please rise for the invocation given by the Joint Task Force Chaplain, Lieutenant Colonel (Last Name), and remain standing for the National Anthem.

“At this time, Major General (Last Name) is presenting the Joint Task Force Guantanamo Bay Streamer to the 43d Military Police Brigade, Rhode Island Army National Guard, in recognition of the unit’s outstanding meritorious service during the period 10 May thru 4 December 2002.” 

“At this time, Colonel (Last Name), the Deputy Brigade Commander, and SGM (Last Name), the S3 Sergeant Major, are casing the 43d Military Police Brigade Colors, signifying the brigade’s release from the Joint Task Force Guantanamo mission, effective 2 December 2002.”

“At this time, Brigadier General (Last Name), the Brigade Commander, and CSM (Last Name), the Brigade Command Sergeant Major, are uncasing the 300th Military Police Brigade Colors, signifying their assumption of the Joint Task Force Guantanamo mission, effective 2 December 2002.”

"Ladies and Gentlemen, Major General (First Mi. Last), Commander, Joint Task Force Guantanamo.”

“Ladies and Gentlemen, please rise for the playing of the Service Medleys, and remain standing until the conclusion of the ceremony."

“Ladies and Gentlemen, this concludes today’s Mission Assumption Ceremony.  Please remain in place until after the departure of the official party.  The men and women of the Joint Task Force thank you for attending.”
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
