2.   MISSION.   Camp Stanley Dental Clinic will conduct Sergeant’s Time Training (STT) Behind BLDG# T2376, Camp Stanley on 06 August 2009 in order to train Soldiers to fight in hand to hand combat. 

3. EXECUTION:
a. Commander’s intent:  It is my intent to conduct Combatives training in order to familiarize the Camp Stanley/CRC Soldiers and KATUSAs with the basic combatives techniques.  This training will be conducted IAW EUSA and Headquarters 618th Dental Company SOPs with safety as the top priority.  The end state is to safely execute this training, utilizing assets from area units to conduct a top quality training exercise.

b. Concept of the Operation: This operation will be conducted in two phases. Phase 1 consists of a ruck march to the training site.  Phase 2 consists of training and qualification. 
(1) Phase 1: Ruck March.  This phase will begin at 0730 hours with a safety brief. All Soldiers that are not on a physical profile will complete the ruck march to the training site. All Soldiers must hydrate properly before, during, and after the ruck march. 
(2) Phase 2: Combatives training.  This phase will begin at 0900 hours with a safety brief.  All Physically able Soldiers/KATUSAs will train on react to-man-to man contact SMCT 071-000-0006 and Evaluate a Casualty SMCT 081-831-1001.
