




PRE-COMBAT INSPECTIONS

Soldier Equipment:

· Protective mask complete with M291 decontamination kits and inserts if needed.

· Complete (LBV) load bearing vest, which includes: 

1. First aid pouch on left side of harness with casualty feeder cards.

2. Earplug case located below first aid pouch.

3. Whistle on right shoulder harness.

· Individual equipment including: weapons, NVG’s, and pluggers. 

· ID tags worn around neck with allergy tags and Army values card.

· Military ID card in pocket along with Marne standard card.

· Mission-oriented Protective Posture (MOPP) gear. (If not worn, should be stored in rucksack according to packing list).

· Kevlar with cover and soldiers name displayed on cammo band.

· A watch that can be seen in limited visibility.

· Two full canteens of water.

· Gunners should have a set of black work gloves and goggles.

· OD MP Brassards

NOTE: In addition to the above items, leaders brief soldiers on the current mission and situation. Also brief soldiers on preventative hot and cold weather injuries dependent upon the weather conditions. Also verify that soldiers have a valid military driver’s license.

Leaders Equipment:

· A complete map with current overlays.

· Alcohol or waterproof markers (black, blue, green, red).

· The current SOI.

· The current TACSOP and appropriate manuals.

· Notebook, pens, and pencils.

· Light and weather data. 

· A weapons serial-number checklist.

· An NBC warning and reporting GTA.

· The call-for-fire GTA.

· A sensitive items serial-number checklist (such as radios, masks, weapons, NVG’s and pluggers).

Vehicle Equipment:

· Ammunition storage.

· Crew bags (ruck sacks, A bags, and NBC, if needed and B bag if needed).

· POL products. (If needed).

· Two full water cans and 1 full fuel can.

· At a minimum, 2 cases of MRE’s.

· Weapons cleaning kits according to personal weapons.

· A clean and serviceable BII IAW the technical manual (dash 10).

· Complete first aid kits.

· Complete Combat Lifesaver bags (CLS).

· Any individual team equipment i.e. can, mine detector etc,.

Vehicle Inspection:

· A completed PMCS and an available DA FORM 5988E.

· Vehicle is topped off and the fuel cans are properly secured to it.

· Air filters are clean.

· Suspension components are serviceable.

· Warning triangles checked for serviceability.

· Trailer (if used) is properly hitched with LVC and safety chains, and canvas top is checked for serviceability.

· Tires are inflated to the proper pressure on trucks and trailers.

Communications:

· Radios are operational and set on the proper frequency.

· Secure equipment is functional and keyed.

· Matching units are set.

· Radios antennas are tied down.

· Connectors are clean and serviceable.

· Batteries are available for radios and secure equipment.

· Current TMs (dash 10s) are available.

· DA From 5988E is on hand.

· TA 312 is functional with batteries.

· OE 254s are complete.

· DR8 wire with spool complete.

· WF-16 wire is serviceable.

· Spare batteries for equipment.

NOTE: In addition to hardware accountability and serviceability inspections, communications require that frequencies, call signs, challenge, and passwords are disseminated.

Nuclear, Biological, and Chemical (NBC) Equipment:

· Briefing the condition.

· Verifying that nerve agent antidote is available for distribution.

· Installing an operational chemical agent alarm.

· Issuing an M273 filter kit for each chemical agent alarm.

· Check M40 protective masks for serviceability.

· Check for M259 decontamination kit.

· Check for M8 detector paper.

· Check for a serviceable hood.

· Check for a waterproof bag.

· Check for TM dash 10.

Miscellaneous Equipment:

· Tentage is clean, complete, and serviceable with camouflage.

· Status boards are available.

· Map boards are available.

· Tables and chairs are loaded.

· Corps and Brigade TACSOP are on hand.

· A reference library (such as AR, FM, and TM) is available.

· Two butcher boards are on hand.

· Administration supplies are available that include:

· Required FM, manuals, forms, and paper.

· Pens, pencils, etc.

· Corps and Brigade OPORD.

· FRAGO to Corps and Brigade OPORD.

· Files.

Generators:

· In order for generators to be PCI ready, do the following:

· Ensure the oil level is correct.

· Top off the fuel tank.

· Fill and connect the batteries.

· Check the serviceability and pressure of tires.

· Ensure the grounding rods and straps are on hand and serviceable.

· Ensure a slide hammer is on hand.

· Ensure that the fire extinguishers are on hand and have been properly charged and sealed.

· Ensure technical manuals are available.

· Check the serviceability of the power cables.

· Provide a fuel spout.
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
