MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT:  UNIT  Standard Operating Procedures (SOP)
1.  This SOP supersedes UNIT  SOP, Tactical SOP and all previous SOPs.  It establishes battalion policies and procedures, and is applicable to all personnel assigned to UNIT Aviation Regiment or Task Force Corsair (when UNIT Aviation Regiment is a Task Force headquarters). Requests for exceptions to policy contained in this SOP will be addressed to the Battalion Commander through the Battalion S3.
2.  Two versions of this SOP are available.  The entire SOP, including changes, is located on the AllAmericaNet under UNIT /S3/SOPS/BATTALION SOP – 15 FEB 2005.

a. Unabridged – Contains as much information as possible about the Battalion’s standard operating procedures.


b. Abridged – Contains information essential for aviation planning, training, and operations.  This version contains:



(1)  Chapter 1 – Aviation Standards and Training


(2)  Chapter 2 – Aviation Operations



(3) Chapter 3 (excerpts) – Execution Checklist, Aircraft Characteristics for Planning, Standard Naming Conventions, IPC Checklist, AMB Checklist, ACMB Checklist, and AAR Checklist.



(4)  Chapter 8, Annex G – ALSE



(5)  Chapter 13 – SRF

3.  This SOP is not intended to conflict with procedures or policies directed by the Department of Defense, the Army, FORSCOM, the Federal Aviation Agency, UNIT and Division Aviation Brigade, or any other governing agency.  In instances where conflict arises, exercise good judgment and report the discrepancy as soon as practicable.  Additionally, this SOP cannot cover all possible circumstances.  All paratroopers assigned to UNIT Aviation Regiment or Task Force Corsair should again exercise sound judgment in the absence of explicit instructions.
4.  Recommendations for changes, additions, or deletions to this SOP will be submitted through command channels to the S-3.  The S3 will update the SOP as follows:

a.  Only the page or pages that changed will be updated.


b.  The S3 will notify the Battalion of the change(s).


c.  The S3 will post the changes on the AllAmericaNet for individuals to download and print. 
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
