
NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE FIND YOUR SEATS, THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN IN TWO MINUTES.

NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE TAKE YOUR SEATS; OUR CEREMONY IS ABOUT TO BEGIN.

COT:

BRING YOUR UNITS TO, “ATTENTION” AND “PARADE REST”.
(RUFFLES AND FLOURISHES IS PLAYEDWHILE THE OFFICIAL PARTY (OUTGOING COMMANDER, REVIEWING OFFICER, AND INCOMING COMMANDER) ARRIVE AND TAKE THEIR POSITIONS, CENTERED ON AND FACING THE FORMATION [slide 1].)  
COT:

COT faces about, and commands “BRING YOUR UNITS TO, ATTENTION AND PRESENT ARMS”.  COT then faces about, salutes, and reports, “SIR, THE units ARE FORMED”.  After receiving a return salute, the COT faces about and commands, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST”.

NARRATOR:

PLEASE RISE FOR THE INVOCATION GIVEN BY CHAPLAIN (NAME, UNIT).

CHAPLAIN:

INVOCATION.

NARRATOR:  

PLEASE BE SEATED

NARRATOR:  

GOOD MORNING DISTINGUISHED GUESTS, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN.  WE WELCOME YOU TO TODAY’S TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY CEREMONY BETWEEN THESE TWO GREAT ORGANIZATIONS.  THE  ____ COSCOM, COMMANDED BG _______ WILL TRANSFER AUTHORITY TO THE ____ COSCOM COMMANDED BY BG _______.  THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS FOR TODAY’S CEREMONY IS (RANK, NAME) THE (DUTY POSITION).  

COT:

The COT faces about and commands, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ATTENTION.”  ONCE THE FORMATION IS AT ATTENTION, THE COT marches forward tHREE steps in front of and centered on the Colors, halts, executes an about face and commands, “DETACHMENT, FORWARD MARCH” [slide 2].  COT and Colors march forward and halt approximately six steps in front of and centered on the reviewing party.  The COT salutes and reports, “SIR, THE COLORS ARE PRESENT” [slide3].
REVIEWING OFFICER:

Returns the COT’s salute and directs, “PRESENT THE COMMAND”.
COT:

The COT faces to the right in marching, moves to a designated position facing the formation and commands, “bring your units to PRESENT ARMS”.   The BATTALIONS, including the detachment, execute.   the COT then faces about and executes “present arms” [slide 4].
NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING OF THE NATIONAL ANTHEM OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA.

S-6/COMMUNICATIONS REP:

(The S-6 representatiVE plays the National Anthem using PA system).

NARRATOR:

PLEASE BE SEATED.

COT:

The COT then faces about and commands, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS”.  The FORMATION, including the detachment, executes Order Arms.

(THE BATTALION CSM’s MOVE INTO THEIR DESIGNATED POSITIONS [slide 4]).

NARRATOR:  

READS THE LINEAGE AND HONORS OF THE OUTGOING UNIT.

(AT THE CONCLUSION OF THE LINEAGE AND HONORS, THE OUTGOING COMMANDER AND CSM STEP FORWARD TO CASE THEIR COLORS [slide 5]).

COT:  
THE COT FACES ABOUT AND COMMANDS “BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS”.  WHEN THE FORMATION, INCLUDING THE DETACHMENT, ARE AT “PRESENT ARMS”, THE COT EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE AND SALUTES.
(AT THIS TIME THE ORGANIZATIONAL COLORS ARE LOWERED AND THE BATTALION COMMANDER AND CSM LOWER THEIR SALUTES, THE BATTALION COMMANDER RETRIEVES THE CASE FROM THE CSM’s PISTOL BELT, AND BEGINS CASING THE COLORS.  WHEN THE COLORS ARE CASED, BOTH THE BATTALION COMMANDER AND CSM SALUTE, AND THE COLORS ARE BROUGHT BACK TO THE “COLORS CARRY” POSITION).

COT:  

THE COT LOWERS HIS SALUTE, FACES ABOUT, AND THEN COMMANDS “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS”.  WHEN THE FORMATION, INCLUDING THE DETACHMENT, ARE AT ORDER ARMS, THE COT EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE.
(AT THIS TIME, THE OUTGOING COMMANDER AND CSM EXECUTE AN ABOUT FACE WITH THE COT.  AFTER THE FORMATION IS AT “ATTENTION”, THEY STEP FORWARD TO THE INCOMING COMMANDER’S POSITION.  AS THE OUTGOING COMMANDER AND CSM STEP FORWARD, THE INCOMING COMMANDER AND CSM STEP FORWARD TO UNCASE THE ORGANIZATIONAL COLORS.  THE COLOR BEARER LOWERS THE ORGANIZATIONAL COLORS, AND THE BATTALION COMMANDER AND CSM UNFURL THE COLORS.  THE BATTALION COMMANDER FOLDS THE CASING AND SECURES THE FOLDED CASE ON THE CSM’s PISTOL BELT [slide 6]).

COT:  

THE COT FACES ABOUT AND COMMANDS “BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS”.  WHEN THE FORMATION, INCLUDING THE DETACHMENT, ARE AT “PRESENT ARMS”, THE COT EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE AND SALUTES.
(THE COLOR BEARER RAISES THE ORGANIZATIONAL COLORS TO THE “COLORS CARRY” POSITION).

COT:  

THE COT LOWERS HIS SALUTE, FACES ABOUT, AND THEN COMMANDS “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS”.  WHEN THE FORMATION, INCLUDING THE DETACHMENT, ARE AT ORDER ARMS, THE COT EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE.

(THE INCOMING COMMANDER AND CSM EXECUTE AN ABOUT FACE WITH THE COT.   AFTER THE FORMATION IS AT “ATTENTION”, THEY STEP FORWARD TO THE OUTGOING COMMANDER’S POSITION [slide 7].)  

NARRATOR:  

READS THE LINEAGE AND HONORS OF THE INCOMING UNIT.

COT:  

“POST THE ORDERS”!

 (AT THIS TIME THE TWO COLORS MUST CHANGE POSITION.  THE OUTGOING COLOR BEARER TAKES TWO STEPS BACKWARD, SIMULTANEOUSLY; THE INCOMING COLOR BEARER TAKES FOUR STEPS BACKWARD.  TOGETHER THEY EXECUTE CENTER FACE, AND THEN MARCH FORWARD PASSING EACH OTHER UNTIL THEY ARRIVE AT THE VACATED POSITION.  TOGETHER THEY EXECUTE LEFT/RIGHT FACE, AND STEP FORWARD INTO THE COLOR GUARD FORMATION                 [slide 8]).

NARRATOR:  

 Upon the completion of Its distinguished service to Coalition Joint Task Force Seven and the 3RD CORPS SUPPORT COMMAND, the _________ BATTALION is released from attachment effective _________.   The ___________ BATTALION, from (LOCATION) is hereby attached to Coalition Joint Task Force Seven, in support OF OPERATION Iraqi Freedom II.  Effective ________________ signed _______________________ (NAME OF COMMANDER), COMMANDING.

(AFTER THE ORDERS HAVE BEEN POSTED THE OUTGOING/ INCOMING CSM’s EXIT FROM THEIR POSITIONS ON THE FIELD [slide 9]).

COT:

“BRING YOUR UNITS TO PARADE REST”.

NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE REVIEWING OFFICER (NAME, UNIT). 

REVIEWING OFFICER:

SPEECH (7 minutes)

NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMANDER OF (UNIT, NAME). 

OUTGOING COMMANDER:

SPEECH (4 minutes)

NARRATOR:

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMANDER OF (UNIT, NAME).
INCOMING COMMANDER:

SPEECH (1 ½ minutes)

COT:

COT ASSUMES POSITION OF ATTENTION, FACES ABOUT AND COMMMANDS, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO ATTENTION”.  THE COT THEN COMMANDS, “COLORS POST <PAUSE>, MARCH”.
(COLOR GUARD EXECUTES ‘COLORS REVERSE MARCH” ON THE PREPARATORY COMMAND “COLORS POST”.  WHEN THE COT GIVES THE COMMAND OF EXECUTION, “MARCH”, THE COLOR GUARD MARCHES TOWARDS THEIR ORIGINAL POSITION.  UPON ARRIVING AT HIS ORIGINAL POSITION, THE COLOR SERGEANT EXECUTES ANOTHER “COLORS REVERSE MARCH”.  THE COT FACES TO THE RIGHT IN MARCHING, AND RETURNS TO HIS ORIGINAL POST, FACING THE COLORS UNTIL THEY ARE FACING THE REVIEWING OFFICERS [slide 10]).  

COT:

COT EXECUTES AN ABOUT FACE, AND FACES THE REVIEWING OFFICERS.  COT SALUTES AND REPORTS, “SIR, THIS CONCLUDES TODAY’S CEREMONY” [slide 11].  

INCOMING COMMANDER:

SALUTES AND DIRECTS, “DISMISS THE COLORS”.  

NARRATOR:

PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING AND SINGING OF THE ARMY SONG, AND REMAIN STANDING TO RENDER APPROPRIATE HONORS TO THE COLORS AS THEY MARCH OFF THE FIELD.

S-6/COMMUNICATIONS REP:

(The S-6 representatiVE plays the ARMY SONG using PA system).
COT:

FACES ABOUT AND DIRECTS, “COLOR SERGEANT, DISMISS THE COLORS”.

(COLOR SERGEANT MARCHES COLORS AWAY FROM CEREMONY SITE.

COT FACES ABOUT.)

NARRATOR:

THIS CONCLUDES TODAY’S CEREMONY.  PLEASE JOIN (LTC __________) AT (LOCATION) FOR THE RECEPTION.
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
