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SUBJECT: 1ID(M) MOI FOR BATTALION CHANGE OF RESPONSIBILITY CEREMONIES

PURPOSE:  The purpose of this MOI is Transfer of Responsibility ceremonies 

GENERAL: This MOI gives guidance to subordinate units on the proper procedures and protocol for Change of Responsibility ceremonies.  Change of Responsibility ceremonies will be conducted as reviews.

SEQUENCE OF EVENTS AND INDIVIDUAL ACTIONS: 

1. FORMATION OF TROOPS 

       a. The unit for Battalion Change of Responsibility consists of company guidon with bearer, First Sergeants, all platoon sergeants, and squad leaders.   

       b. The units are all positioned on the parade field Company First Sergeants with guidon stand in the front of the formation.

       c. The BN S3 NCOIC executive FACE ABOUT BRING YOUR UNITS TO ATTENTION.

AND PARADE REST.

       d. Once the official party arrived S3 NCOIC FACE ABOUT BRING YOUR UNITS TO ATTENTION.  1SGs FACE ABOUT COMMAND COMPANY ATTAENTION WHEN THE LAST UNIT COMPLETED THE COMMAND THE COT FACE ABOUT AND SALUTED THE OFFICAL PARTY. THEM COT FACE ABOUT AND COMMAND BRING YOUR UNITS TO PARADE REST.
       f. After all units are at parade rest, the narrator will ask all present to stand and the Chaplain will give the invocation.  

       i. Incoming and outgoing CSM spouses will be presented flowers from the BN NCO and Soldier of the quarter.

2.  PRESENTATION OF HONORS  

        a.  The Reviewing Party mounts the podium with the Senior Officer on the center, the outgoing CSM in the right, and the incoming CSM on the left as they face the troops. 

       b. The BN S3 NCOIC faces about and directs BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS. When the units have completed this movement, the narrator asks spectators to rise for the rendering of honors 

NOTES: 1. If the reviewing officer is entitled to honors (AR 600-25), the S3 SGM should verify that the salute battery and the band are prepared to render honors before he faces the reviewing officer. The salute of the S3 NCOIC is the signal for the band and salute battery to render honors. The reviewing party, and all military personnel within sight or hearing, salute on the first note of the music and terminate their salute when honors have been completed.

2. If the reviewing officer is not entitled to honors, only the reviewing officer returns the salute of the S3 NCOIC.

               3. Refer to AR 600-25 for further guidance regarding rendering of honors.

        c. Upon completion of the presentation and / or honors, the S3 SGM faces about and directs, BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS.  BN/BDE S3 SGM then faces about towards the reviewing party.  BN/BDE S3 SGM remains at attention. 

3.  HONORS TO THE NATION 

            a.  The BN/BDE S3 NCOIC faces about and commands Colors, Center, MARCH. 


     (1) On the command MARCH, The Color Guard marches forward to a marked position forward of the line of 1SG.

            a. The S3 NCOIC marches to the colors and posts two steps in front of and centered on the colors. The S3 NCOIC then faces about and commands (over his right shoulder), Forward, MARCH. 

            b. The S3 NCOIC marches the colors 8 steps from the reviewing stand, the S3 NCOIC (over his right shoulder) commands Mark Time, MARCH, then Detachment, HALT.  The S3 NCOIC salutes and reports, "Sir, colors are present".  The reviewing officer returns the salute and directs, PRESENT THE COMMAND. 

        d. The S3 NCOIC faces to the right in marching, passes the right flank of the colors and proceeds directly to his post that is marked on the field. The S3 NCOIC then (facing the line of troops) directs BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS. Once all units are at present arms the narrator asks spectators to rise for the playing of the National Anthems of Germany and the United States.  The S3 NCOIC executes present arms and the band begins playing the anthems.  After the National Anthems, the S3 NCOIC faces about and directs, BRING YOUR UNITS TO ORDER ARMS AND PARADE REST. 

4.  TRANSFER OF RESPONSIBILITY

        a. The Reviewing Party, joined by the Senior Officer, moves forward in front of the reviewing stand, with incoming CSM on the left, Senior Officer in the center, outgoing CSM on the right and stopping six (6) paces in front of the organizational color. (FIG. 1).

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        b. The narrator reads the role of the CSM in the unit. Upon completion of the reading, the outgoing CSM marches forward and retrieves the organizational color and passes the organizational color to the senior officer, who grasps the organizational colors with the left hand above his right hand.  The outgoing CSM returns to the position on the right of the senior officer. Once the outgoing CSM is in position the incoming CSM steps in front of the senior officer. The senior officer passes the organizational color to the incoming CSM, who grasps the organizational colors with the left hand above his right hand. The incoming CSM does an about face and returns the color to the Color bearer's sling. Upon returning the organizational color the incoming CSM returns to the position to the left of the senior officer. The Reviewing Party then does a left face and return to the reviewing stand. While marching back to the reviewing stand  CSM’s switch positions.  

7.  REMARKS  

        Remarks are made in sequence by the senior officer, outgoing, and incoming CSM. Optimum remarks time for the senior commander will not exceed five minutes each.  Remarks time for the outgoing CSM will not exceed three minutes and the incoming CSM not exceed one minute.  Remarks in German are optional and should only be made if the speaker is comfortable speaking in the German language.

  9. CONCLUSION.  

     Once remarks are complete the narrator requests for everyone to stand and join in the singing of The First Infantry Division and the Army Song.  Upon completion of The Army Song, the S3 NCOIC faces the Reviewing Officer, salutes, and announces, "Sir, this concludes the ceremony". Upon completion of the ceremony units are marched off the field by the 1SGs.       
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
