Add to end of paragraph:  Commanders will verify Soldier’s remaining service by reviewing current extension/reenlistment contract or Mandatory Removal Date for officers prior to issuance of mobilization orders.  This action will be annotated on the DA Form 7425, section II, block 5.

7.  Add:  Soldiers remain eligible for advancement/promotion consideration.  However, Soldiers must extend or reenlist prior to promotion to meet any service obligation in accordance with AR 600-8-19.

8.  Add:  Officers remain eligible for promotion in accordance with AR 135-155.

9.  Add:  At the discretion of the 1st General Officer in the chain-of-command, for critical low-density, high-demand military occupational specialties, Soldiers may be transferred for cross-leveling who do not meet service obligation for mobilization.  After publication of the transfer order, the parent command must complete the counseling statement.  There should be sufficient time between cutting the order and report date to ensure the unit has time to perform the counseling.  If the Soldier opts to extend/reenlist for the period of mobilization plus 90 days, then the transfer order remains in effect.  If the Soldier declines, the transfer orders are revoked, the Soldier is returned to their prior assignment, and subject to the guidance within this Annex.

10.  Add:  When a Soldier is deployed in violation of this Annex, the first O6 in the Soldier’s mobilized chain of command will prepare a memorandum of release from theater utilizing the sample at Annex J.  Within 10 days of identification, the Soldier will be returned to the command’s mobilization station for Release from Active Duty (REFRAD).  Any earned military leave and Post Deployment/Mobilization Respite Absence (PDMRA) will be used in accordance with the AR G1, Personnel Policy Guidance, chapter, 8 – Compensation & Entitlements.  The Soldier will be reassigned to their parent Troop Program Unit (TPU) for completion of obligated service and separation/retirement as appropriate.  Initiating the replacement action is the responsibility of the mobilized command.
